Freestyle Ice
EFSC members receive a discounted rate of $65 per 10-session punch card. Regular drop-in

rate is $8/session. Freestyle sessions are Monday — Friday, 2:30 - 5:00 pm and Wednesday
6:00 — 8:00 am, but are occasionally canceled due to Everett Events Center events or EFSC
test sessions. With the exception of the 2:30 - 3:00 session, each freestyle session is one
hour long. Monthly freestyle session calendars (including any cancellations) can be found
on the EFSC web site home page. Hard copies are also available in the rink lobby.

By 2:30 each freestyle day, you will find a binder open at the lobby counter. Fill in the
correct amount of time you or your skater will be skating. Half-sessions are allowed. You
can either pay the person at the counter for your time, or you can have your pre-paid
punch card punched for the appropriate amount of time.

Music at Freestyle Ice

If you would like to have program music played at a freestyle session, you may place your
CD “in line” in the rack on top of the music “box”. One side of the rack is for skaters
currently in a lesson; the other side of the rack is for everyone else. Music will be played
alternately between the sides.

Club Sessions

Club sessions are held quarterly and will be communicated to the membership. The cost of
a club session is $5 for ninety minutes. This year, we hope to have skater workshops
incorporated into each club session (as well as the usual fun!).
